The purpose of the final presentation is to get to know your chosen Saint better and to share this information with your fellow classmates.  All presentations must be placed on a tri-fold display.  Any presentations that are not neat, colorful, and nicely done will not be accepted as being complete.  Also, any presentation that do not follow the format or include the information requested below will not be accepted as being complete.

Center Panel – Biographical Information

· Name of Saint

· Date or year of Birth and date of death

· Feast Day

· Date Canonized (if occurred) 

· Role in the Church (i.e. priest, bishop, religious, etc.)

· Patron Saint of …

· Area(s) in which they lived

· Picture or depiction of Saint

Right Panel – The Life of your Saint

This section should include a bulleted list of important aspects of the Saint’s life, including what the Saint did, what the Saint is known for how the Saint died, etc.  Depending on the information that you find, it could also be a timeline of events.

Left Panel – Sainthood

This section should include a description of what led to your Saint to becoming canonized.  It should also include a discussion of which Sacrament(s) and Gift(s) of the Holy Spirit was most important to your Saint.  Please use pictures and symbols to enhance this part of your display.  Finally, this section should include an essay about why you picked this Saint.  What about your Saint inspires you and is a model for Christians today.
